Boys Programs:  Here at VanDance we offer classes to both girls and boys. For the past several years we 

have had approximately 40 boys involved at the studio and we hope to continue this. We offer a Boys Only 

Hip Hop Program. We will also integrate boys into regular classes if they so desire.  Please contact us for 

more information.

Stretch/Tech Classes:  Just a reminder that Stretch class is very important to all students especially jazz 

students, as it helps prevent injuries and improves flexibility.   All festival jazz students should be 

participating in the stretch/tech class of their level. The 45 minute jazz class does not allow good stretch  

time as well as time for all the jazz technique.  We do not want injuries!  Be sure to register for your level. 

Attire:  I have asked the instructors to enforce the attire rules at the studio this season throughout the year.  

Dance is a discipline and if you look and feel like a dancer, you’ll dance like on!  All hair should be in a bun 

for all classes!

*New* Company Program:  Company program will be an extension of our festival program and will be the 

program that we pull the out of class groups from (small groups).  This program will be held on Friday 

afternoons and be divided into 3 levels, junior company, intermediate company and senior company.  In 

each level, an audition class will be held and 8 dancers plus 1 spare will earn a spot in VanDance’s Company.  

The goal is to let this company represent us in festival small groups, extra performances, perform at 

workshops and extra shows that we are frequently asked to do throughout the year.  Students who 

audition for company will then be chosen by different instructors to participate in their choreography for 

the season.  We are hoping that this program will give the students a little extra to strive for throughout the 

year as well as eliminate scheduling difficulties that occur with the small groups.  It will be held every Friday 

afternoon from 1-4 however, not all students will be required to attend every Friday for all 3 hours, only the 

groups that they are required for.  Students must be available!  A schedule for classes for the company will 

be sent out at our first meeting in October.   Cost will be divided between these 27 students.  Auditions to 

start Friday Sept 16, 23 and 30:  Junior(10-12 years) 1-2:00, Intermediate(13-15 years) 2-3:00, Advance(16 

and up)3-4:00.  Ages are set up this way to get our average age of each division for the festivals at the top 

of the division.   Our goal with Company Students is to attending regular festivals:   Dance Power 

Lethbridge, Festival of Friends Medicine Hat, Moose Jaw Festival of Dance and company will also attend Las 

Vegas Dance Power. 

Reminder:  Company is an audition process.  Not all students will be chosen, however, they will get another 

opportunity next season.  There are no audition class fees.  We encourage all students to attend these free 

classes throughout Sept. 

New York:  There are several teachers attending a Tremaine workshop in New York on January 21 and 22.  

This trip is open to all parents and students who wish to take part.  Preliminary plans are in the works for a 

Thursday January 19 late departure returning late on Monday January 23.  We will also be attending a day 

of workshopping at “Steps on Broadway” and attend several broadway shows.  Senior students are 

welcome to attend without parents as well. 

Triple Threat Calgary:  An excellent local workshop for students to attend, Triple Threat Calgary takes place 

on Oct. 22 and 23.  Early registration deadline is Oct. 3 so fees will be collected for this event on Friday 

Sept. 30 ONLY.  Lesley will be in the office 9:30-4:00 to collect and register this day.  See the workshop 

board or website for more details as we get them.
